Tourism in Brief 
 
The State of Montana is very unique in its recreational opportunities.  There is no 
question that Glacier and Yellowstone National Parks are a tremendous draw for tourists 
both from the US and abroad.  Yellowstone National Park especially affects Gallatin 
County.  The county seat, Bozeman, is considered the “Yellowstone Connection.”  Many 
tourists traveling to Yellowstone often stay a few days in Bozeman to participate in our 
wide range of outdoor recreation activities, shop the downtown area, participate in area 
events and take in our wonderful museums.  In a 1999 survey, 76% of tourists to the 
Bozeman area come back to Bozeman for another vacation and spend on average $60 
more per day. 
 
Visitors to Gallatin County spent an average of 5.2 days and spent $115 per day for a 
total of $600 per trip according to the Institute of Tourism and Recreation Research 
(ITRR).  Gallatin County is also “the leader in the number of Montana travelers who 
drove through the county.”
